PROPOSAL TO AMEND WHEN THE AGM IS HELD

To easier enable auditing of the CCB Inc accounts to be completed before the Annual General Meeting (AGM), it is proposed to amend the period for when the AGM is to be held as follows.

Current Paragraph 29 – substitute the words “within two months of the close of the financial year (see paragraph 35)” in the first sentence with “in accordance with current legislation” as follows:
29. The Annual General Meeting is to be held within two months of the close of the financial year (see paragraph 35) in accordance with current legislation on a date decided by the Management Committee.  The agenda for the Annual General Meeting shall include:

a. presentation of reports from the President, Secretary, Director of Music and other Conductors;

b. presentation of the Treasurer’s report and financial statement for the preceding year, and the budget for the ensuing year;

c. elections for the office bearers in accordance with the schedule outlined in paragraph 19 above;

d. appointment of an auditor who is not a member of CCB Inc; and

e. transaction of such other business as has been advised in the notice calling the meeting.
